The Outreach Teams meets approximately 6-9 times a year and as needed per events. Total monthly time commitment should average approximately 2 hours. Attend meetings of the Lexington County Recreation and Aging Commission and make site visits -- approximately 4 hours.  Make calls, prepare inserts and bulletin boards to inform congregation time and place of the event -- approximately 3 hours.  Meet with volunteers at chosen site and give encouragement, support and food to the volunteers sharing in this ministry all day.
