If you wish to sponsor a child, please let me know by Friday, November 11" at noon
so the angel wish cards can be obtained and distributed the weekend of November 11", I can either have
the angel wish card delivered to you at church or if you have an e-mail address, the information can be e-
mailed to you. Please then purchase your items with the tags attached and either place into a gift bag (no
tissue paper necessary) or leave in the bag from the store. THESE ITEMS CANNOT BE WRAPPED
because Epworth has to inspect them...so wrapping is not necessary. Gift bags are great, but not required.
Please return the gifts to the church by Sunday, December 4™ to the Stepping Stones Sunday School
Class, which is located in the room above the sanctuary. (Take the stairs to your left when entering the
sanctuary from Rev. Owen’s office).
